W I N G S H O O T I N G

You will meet up with Juan Pedro in the province of San Luis, an inland region
renowned for its remarkable weather, gaucho culture and untamed land. He’ll take
you to ranches, called estancias, where doves are so profuse that they are a costly
nuisance to local farmers who, understandably, are very welcoming to hunters. Even
casual shooters will go through a thousand shells or more each day. The estancias are
also abundant with five varieties of native partridge – perdiz – as well as spotted-wing
pigeons and other varieties.

Pigeons are plentiful, and larger than those common in North America. While
it is possible to knock down 200 or even 400 birds, we prefer to limit the shoot to about
100. Tighter chokes and heavier shells make for exciting hits on these great targets.

A C C O M O D AT I O N S  &  R E C R E AT I O N

Juan Pedro’s Feather Hunting Argentina selects first-class accommodations in the town
of Merlo, population 17,000, where there are fine restaurants, a casino, and enjoyable
shopping. Merlo is often referred to as a mountain Shangri-La. The microclimate is
noted as one of the top three in the world and the natural beauty is astounding. The
area has an energizing and healing quality due in part to a natural negative ionic charge
in the atmosphere that keeps the air unusually clean.

For non-hunters – or those wanting a break from the fast and furious shooting
fields – the region offers many recreational activities including fishing, hiking,
paragliding, hang-gliding, mountain biking, horseback riding and motorcycle excursions.
It is also a significant site for geologists and paleontologists.

The local people of the region abound with good-natured hospitality. You
will enjoy exceptional meals made from the finest local ingredients, accompanied by
wines from the neighboring province of Mendoza, known for its great vineyards, called
bodegas. We even make our own paté from the game we shoot! Join Feather Hunting
Argentina and Old Friends for a fun and memorable hunting experience.
